 The Wall Street Journal 

An influential international daily newspaper published in New York City, New York with a worldwide average daily circulation of more than 2.6 million as of 2005. For many years it had the widest circulation of any newspaper in the United States, it relinquished its spot to USA Today in November 2003. The Journal also publishes Asian and European editions. Its main rival as a daily financial newspaper is the London-based Financial Times, which also publishes several international editions. The Wall Street Journal is owned by Dow Jones & Company.

The Journal newspaper primarily covers U.S. and international business and financial news, the paper's name comes from Wall Street, the street in New York City which is the heart of the financial district. It has been printed continuously since its founding on July 8, 1889 by Charles Dow, Edward Jones, and Charles Bergstresser. The newspaper has won the Pulitzer Prize twenty-nine times, including the 2003 and 2004 Pulitzer Prize for explanatory journalism.

USA Today

 A national American newspaper published by the Gannett Corporation. It was founded by Allen 'Al' Neuharth. widest circulation. The paper has the biggest saleability of any newspaper in the United States (averaging over 2.25 million copies every weekday), and among English-language broadsheets, it comes second world-wide, behind the 2.7 million daily paid copies of The Times of India. Its circulation figures are a matter of some dispute, however, as USA Today has many contracts ensuring distribution in hotels, often to customers unaware of they are paying for the newspaper. USA Today is distributed in all 50 states.

Colorful and bold, with many large diagrams, charts, and photographs, USA Today was founded in 1982 with the goal of providing an alternative to the relatively colorless, wordy, gray papers of   such as Wall Street Journal and The New York Times. USA Today is also well-known for its national polls on public sentiment.

The New York Times

A newspaper published in New York City by Arthur Ochs Sulzberger Jr. and distributed internationally. It is owned by The New York Times Company, which publishes 15 other newspapers, including the International Herald Tribune and the Boston Globe. It is the largest metropolitan newspaper in the United States. Nicknamed the "Gray Lady" for its staid appearance and style, it is regarded as a newspaper of record in the United States. The name is often shortly to the Times, but should not be confused with The Times, which is published in the United Kingdom.

Forbes

Magazine was founded in 1917 by Scottish immigrant B.C. Forbes, then the leading business columnist for Hearst newspapers. After his death in 1954 his son Bruce became president. Bruce died in 1964 and his brother Malcolm Stevenson Forbes  became Editor-in-Chief and Publisher.

Forbes is headquartered on Fifth Avenue in New York City and the current editor is William Baldwin.

Forbes is columnar magazine conversant by creating many lists under various topics for example Forbes Global 2000, a list of largest companies in the world taking into account market capitalization, revenue, income and assets, but the most popular is the List of billionaires.

English newspapers

The Times

The Times is a national newspaper published daily in the United Kingdom since 1785, and under its current name since 1788. For much of its history it has been regarded as Britain's newspaper of record and preserved in the British Library's newspaper library in that capacity. It has played an influential role in politics and shaping public opinion about foreign events.

The Times, and its sister paper The Sunday Times, are published by Times Newspapers Limited, a subsidiary of News International, itself wholly owned by the News Corporation group, headed by Rupert Murdoch. Though traditionally a right-wing newspaper and a strong supporter of the Conservatives, it has supported New Labour in the two last elections, after Murdoch allied himself with Tony Blair. It has also come to stress Murdoch's "neo-conservative" views over the broader and more balanced range of conservative views it has traditionally put forward.

The Times is seen by some as a serious publication with high standards of journalism

The Guardian

A British newspaper owned by the Guardian Media Group. It is published Monday to Saturday . Until 1959 it was called The Manchester Guardian, reflecting its provincial origins; the paper is still occasionally referred to by this name, especially in North America (to distinguish it from other newspapers with similar names), although it has been based in London since 1964 (with printing facilities in both Manchester and London).

Editorial articles in The Guardian are generally in sympathy with the liberal to left-wing ends of the political spectrum. This is reflected in the paper's readership.Today The Guardian is the only British national newspaper to publish in full colour.It has been awarded the National Newspaper of the Year in 1999 and 2006 by the British Press Awards and co-winner of the World's Best-designed Newspaper as awarded by the Society for News Design (2006).

The Sun

The Sun is a tabloid daily newspaper published in the United Kingdom and the Republic of Ireland with the highest circulation of any daily English-language newspaper in the world, standing at 3,107,412 copies daily in the first half of 2006. The daily readership is just over 7,800,000 and it has more than twice as many readers in the ABC1 demographic as its upmarket stablemate The Times, although much less as a proportion of total sales. It is published by News Group Newspapers of News International, itself a subsidiary of Rupert Murdoch's News Corporation.

The paper is always on the lookout for celebrities in trouble or scandal. Pictures are preferred and The Sun often uses pictures taken by paparazzi.

Kerrang!

Kerrang! is a weekly music magazine published by EMAP in the United Kingdom. 

The magazine’s title is onomatopoeic and derives from the noise made by playing a power chord on an electric guitar.

Kerrang! began life in June 1981. Kerrang!’s most successful period came under editor Paul Rees at the turn of the millennium, which saw the advent of nu-metal featuring bands such as Limp Bizkit and Linkin Park, the magazine overtook rival New Musical Express to become the biggest weekly music magazine in the UK, selling over 4,000 more copies per week than its rival.  It’s one of the most respected music magazine in the whole World.

BBC 

The British Broadcasting Corporation, usually known as the BBC  is one of the largest broadcasting corporations in the world in terms of audience numbers, employing 26,000 staff in the UK alone and with a budget of more than 4 billion £.

Founded in 1922 as the British Broadcasting Company Ltd, it was subsequently incorporated and made a state-owned but independent corporation in 1927. The corporation produces programmes and information services, broadcasting on television, radio, and the Internet. The stated mission of the BBC is "to inform, educate and entertain", and the motto of the BBC is Nation Shall Speak Peace Unto Nation.

The BBC is a quasi-autonomous Public Corporation operating as a public service broadcaster. The Corporation is run by the BBC Trust, however, the BBC is, per its charter, to be "free from both political and commercial influence and answers only to its viewers and listeners".

Its domestic programming and broadcasts are primarily funded by levying television licence fees (under the Wireless Telegraphy Act 1949), although money is also raised through commercial activities such as sale of merchandise and programming. The BBC World Service, however, is funded by the Foreign and Commonwealth Office. In order to justify the licence fee the BBC is expected to produce a number of high-rating shows in addition to programmes that commercial broadcasters would not normally broadcast.

BBC News

The largest broadcast news gathering operation in the world, providing services to BBC domestic radio as well as television networks such as BBC News 24, BBC Parliament and BBC World, as well as BBCi, Ceefax and BBC News Online. New BBC News services that are also proving popular are mobile services to mobile phones and PDAs. Desktop news alerts, e-mail alerts, and digital TV alerts are also available.

BBC Radio

The BBC has five major national stations, Radio 1 ("the best in new music"), Radio 2 (the UK's most listened to radio station, with 12.9 million weekly listeners[29]), Radio 3 (specialist-interest music such as classical, world, arts, drama and jazz), Radio 4 (current affairs, drama and comedy), and Radio 5 Live (24 hour news, sports and talk).

BBC Television

BBC One and BBC Two are the BBC's flagship television channels. The BBC is also promoting the new channels BBC Three and BBC Four, which are only available via digital television equipment (now in widespread use in the UK, with analogue transmission expected to be phased out from 2008). The BBC also runs BBC News 24, BBC Parliament, and two children's channels, CBBC and CBeebies, on digital.

Internet

The bbc.co.uk  website, formerly known as BBCi and before that BBC Online, includes a comprehensive, advertisement-free news website and archive. The BBC claims the site to be "Europe's most popular content-based site"and boasts that 13.2 million people in the UK visit the site's more than 2 million pages. According to Alexa's TrafficRank system, in July 2006 bbc.co.uk was the 13th most popular English Language website in the world, and the 23rd most popular overall.

BBC World Service

The BBC World Service is one of the most widely recognised international broadcasters of radio programming, transmitting in 33 languages to many parts of the world. The English language service broadcasts 24 hours a day. In May 2006 the BBC reported that the World Service's average weekly audience had reached 163 million people, beating the previous record of 153 million listeners set in 2001.
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
